2009-2010 — Session 2 

Theme Verse for the Year:   

Proverbs 3:5-6   Trust in the Lord with all your heart.  

Lean not on your own understanding.  In all your ways  

acknowledge Him, and He will make your paths straight. 

 

Week 1:  1 John 4:14 And we have seen and testify that the Father 

has sent his Son to be the Savior of the world.  

(God Promises Abraham the Savior would come from his family.) 

 

Week 2: Isaiah 43:3 I am the LORD your God,  

the Holy One of Israel, your Savior.  

(A Promise is a Promise: Prophets describe the Messiah—it’s Jesus!) 

 

Week 3:  Psalm 27:14 Wait for the LORD; be strong and take heart 

and wait for the LORD. (Jesus’ Family Tree Has Long Roots:  

People waited a long time for the Savior.) 

 

Week 4:  Psalm 97:6 The heavens proclaim his righteousness,  

and all the peoples see his glory.  

(Call Him Jesus: The righteous recognize and honor Jesus.) 

 

Week 5: John 1:14 The Word became flesh and made his dwelling 

among us. We have seen his glory, the glory of the One and Only,  

who came from the Father, full of grace and truth.   

(Happy Birthday, Jesus!:God Keeps His Promise.) 
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
